4) STATISTICS  – Provide both international & American statistics about the topic. (2)

5) GLOBAL HISTORY  – Give early day history of the crime around the world (3 or more)

6) SPECIFIC GLOBAL EXAMPLES  – Explain FOUR high-profile sample global examples of the crime from around the world.  (4-6 slides)
7) INTERNATIONAL LAWS & SENTENCING  (2 slides)

8) AMERICAN HISTORY  – Give early day history of crime around the world (3 or more)
9) SPECIFIC AMERICAN EXAMPLES – Explain FOUR high-profile sample American examples of the crime. (4-6 slides)
10) AMERICAN LAWS & SENTENCING (2 slides)
