Work Sample

There are many ways that you can make your potential employer picture you working for him/her. One way is to provide a visual representation of you doing exactly what her/she is looking for. Getting your potential employer to see you performing tasks that they need completed gets you one step closer to becoming hired!
A work sample shows the kind of work you are capable of doing in both text and visual form. Work samples can be formatted in Microsoft Word with photos and text, or in video form such as a Movie Maker file, or PowerPoint presentation including titles and captions. Your portfolio will contain work samples that showcase the quality work you have completed in your career and technical class.  
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Assignment: Create a one page work sample that demonstrates your abilities and makes you look valuable to a potential employer.









Create a work sample that includes:





A title (with all major words capitalized)


High-quality photograph (or video) of your work


Clear and concise, well-constructed paragraph that answers:  





What are you doing in the visual?�


Where is this work sample taking place and why?�


What materials/tools did you use to complete the task?�


How did you complete the task? (list detailed steps)�


What was the importance of doing it this way? (give the logic)�


What were your end results?�


What skill/value did you gain from performing this task?

Use appropriate technical language and terminology
